3). INTERPRETATION* - Discuss how the results answer the assessment question(s). 
1. Do students in on-campus PSY 101 classes retain a broad range of knowledge in the field of psychology? The bench mark of 80% across all topics may have been too aggressive for a general education course that is taken by many first year college students many of whom are not psychology majors. The topics of noted concern are those that fall in the 50 - 59% range - Motivation, Personality, Health and Social Psychology. 
2. Do students in Dual Credit PSY 101 classes retain a broad range of knowledge in the field of psychology? Again, the bench mark of 80% across all topics may have been too aggressive as data was not separated out for classes that contained both Dual Credit and non-dual credit students. The topic of noted concern is Health, which fell in the 40 - 49% range.
3. Do students in Dual Credit compared to on-campus PSY 101 classes retain comparable knowledge in the field of psyhcology? The t test result (p=.086) indicates no significant difference between CUNE and Dual Credit students at the .05 level with comparable ranges (CUNE 11 - 48; DC 16 - 49). 

 Analysis of individual sub-topics indicates no significant differences in any subfields. Subfields approaching statistical significance included- Personality (p = .07; mean % correct - CUNE 54%, DC 76%), Memory (p=.1; % correct - CUNE 75%, DC 68%) and Social Psyc (p=.13; mean % correct - CUNE 53%, DC 68%). The differences could be due to CUNE instructors emphasizing personality and social psyc less due to upper-level personality and social psyc courses being offered in the psychology program. 

4).  Observations made that were not directly related to the question(s). (i.e. interrater reliability of the scoring tool was low) The freedom instructors have to cover subjects may also be a factor as instructors in a dual credit setting often are guided by tighter curricular standards and practice along with more focused time on task with the student population vs. the residential on campus student population. Follow up discussion with both on campus and Dual credit instructors will be conducted.

     The newly developed department of Human and Social Sciences will complete a program review and curriculum map for all psychology courses (including PSY 101) during the 2015-16 school year and the assessment used for Dual Credit will be evaluated at this time.
2. IMPACT*- What is the anticipated impact of the ACTION* on student achievement of the learning outcome in the next academic year? 

     Evaluating the curriculum for PSY 101 will result in a prioritization of topic coverage for both CUNE and DC courses resulting in adequate coverage of all topics. It is anticipated that knowledge retention will improve especially in areas of low achievement. A review of the assessment tool along with a follow up methodolgy will also be considered in the curricular review process.
