	Analysis of Artifacts: PERFORMANCE CRITERIA* - Discuss: 
1) How the artifacts will be analyzed (attach rubrics/scoring tools if used):   Students will make an assessment of the educational programs of a familiar congregation.  Data collected by students consist of objective data including the number of educational offerings, attendance, program purpose, budgets, leadership, incorporation of mission/vision/goals, use of scope and sequence, review of educational facilities, interpretation of educational methodologies, and an assessment of the promotional efforts.  The student will report the objective criteria and then provide a subjective analysis of the strengths, deficiencies and recommendations for improvements.  The instructor will assess the assignment based upon the degree of thoroughness of the data gathered and the administrative insight demonstrated in the subjective analysis.  The students should show a logical connection between their observations and the overall analysis, in a manner consistent with the expectations of an entry-level parish educator.
