WEEK ONE


Orientation to Student Teaching I.


Contact cooperating teacher(s) for orientation to class(es) and develop A BASIC PLAN for Student Teaching I.

Meet your University Supervisor.

Attend all methods classes.

Contact school principal to schedule an appointment.  All student teachers at a school should schedule a single time convenient for the principal.

Attend all workshops.  Please be on time!
______  Begin in your classrooms on Thursday!


In consultation with your cooperating teacher, choose a class you can begin teaching by the end of next week.


Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor
WEEK TWO


Learn the names of the students; develop or look at seating charts.


Begin responding to students as individuals or in small groups.


Plan first lessons with in-depth preparation using Lesson Plan Long Form template.

Have lesson plans completed 24 hours in advance.  Present them to your cooperating teacher for review.  Teach the lesson.  Write a review on the back of the plan of things that went well, and changes that you might implement the next time you teach the lesson.  Lesson plans may be collected by your University Supervisor.

Schedule your first observation with your university supervisor.


Plan ahead and bring resources into your lessons from campus or from what is provided from your school.  Find teachable moments in the classroom for individual instruction when you are not teaching.


Observe student participation in class; identify students’ needs and discuss them with your cooperating teacher.


Be clear about the cooperating teacher’s classroom management and the accepted discipline code of the school.

Talk to your cooperating teacher and determine your approximate teaching schedule for the rest of your Student Teaching I experience.


Plan your involvement for the next week with your cooperating teacher.

Develop a plan for your EdTPA.

Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor.
WEEK THREE


Evaluate your communication skills and the types of student/teacher interactions in the classroom.


Analyze and develop techniques for classroom management and discipline.


Ask for feedback from your cooperating teacher.  Evaluate strengths and weaknesses.  Be open to constructive criticism.

Begin to plan for a heavier teaching load as you enter the last half of Student Teaching I.

Talk to your University Supervisor about teaching style differences between you and your cooperating teacher.

Work to complete your EdTPA.

Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor
WEEK FOUR


Have your cooperating teacher complete a Clinical Practice Mid-Term Evaluation (a link will be emailed directly to your coop) this week and review it with you. 

Schedule your second observation with your university supervisor.


Observe cooperating teacher carefully when he/she teaches, especially in areas you are trying to improve.

Observe motivational techniques or strategies of your cooperating teacher.


Focus on student records and other sources of input to help understand students better as individuals.


Evaluate your methodology and use of technology and other resources that can enhance student learning and motivation in the classroom.


Confer with your cooperating teacher and university supervisor:  Discuss classroom management and discipline.

WEEK FIVE


If your cooperating teacher has not yet completed a Clinical Practice Mid-Term Evaluation, please encourage him/her to do so ASAP. 

Analyze and improve your questioning techniques.


Discuss evaluation and grading procedures and policies with your cooperating teacher.

Work to complete your EdTPA.

Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor
WEEK SIX


Work on weaknesses in your teaching that are identified by yourself, your cooperating teacher or your university supervisor.

Schedule your third observation with your university supervisor.


Continue with a heavier teaching load.  Continue with your lesson plans and self-reflection.

Work to complete your EdTPA.

Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor
WEEK SEVEN


Work on weaknesses in your teaching identified by yourself, your cooperating teacher or your university supervisor.


Continue with a heavier teaching load.  Continue with your plans and self-reflection.  Finish strong.


Try to observe some other teachers in action.

Make a plan for returning your classes to the cooperating teacher.


Work to complete your EdTPA.

Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor

WEEK EIGHT


Finalize your exit plan for ST I, and plans for beginning in your ST II experience.

Complete and submit your EdTPA.

Contact cooperating teacher(s) for orientation to class(es) and general information about your Student Teaching II experience.

Contact ST II university supervisor.


Contact school principal to schedule an appointment and/or ask for general school information, travel plans and information about host families, if applicable.

Submit your Weekly Activity Report (WAR) to your Supervisor


Prepare thank-you notes for your coop, your administrator, your university supervisor and any others.
